Greaves did
not follow best practices for
recording interviews (no
date/time/names noted on
the recordings).

Challenge

Coordinating multiple partners, mostly individuals,
but also UW Libraries, MOHAI and 4Culture.

PEOPLE

Gary Greaves — Made the recordings in the 1990s to inform a book. Died in 2007.

Frances McCue — His widow, who pushed to digitize and repurpose the recordings. Paid for
several steps of the project, including digitization.

John George — Trained student workers and digitized. Later led effort to create public access

Deborah Mangold — Rights management. Contacted narrators and their families to get
permission to post.

Students — At least five involved with digitization, cataloging, managing transfer to UW Libraries.

ORGANIZATIONS

4Culture — Funded public access portion.

UW Libraries Media Center — John Vallier took on digitization of the recordings.

UW Libraries Digital Initiatives — Ann Lally and Anne Graham agreed to host the recordings.
UW Libraries Special Collections — Ann Jenner accepted the entire collection of recordings.

Museum of History & Industry — Held a portion of the recordings after Gary’s death. Supported
access portion. Transferred their recordings to UW Libraries Special Collections.
